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interests in your country. To that end, you will need the original of 
the letter of acceptance sent to you by the University. You can then 
obtain an entry visa valid for 3 months. Once in Luxembourg, you will 
have to obtain a residence permit (cf. page 181)

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Number of enrolments

The Grand Ducal Regulation of 22 May 2006 on earning the 
Bachelor’s degree at the University of Luxembourg provides that 
students must earn at least 25 ECTS credits at the end of the first 
two semesters in the degree programme.

A student can register on a full-time basis for ten semesters at 
most to earn a Bachelor’s degree; six semesters for a Master’s 
degree.

Exemptions

The request for exemption must be made when filing the enrolment 
application, up to 1st November of the year in progress.
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Successful completion
of one’s studies

This heading contains all the essential points that govern 
university studies, which will enable you to better understand  
the grading system at the University of Luxembourg.

Mandatory course attendance

When course attendance by the student is mandatory (e.g. in 
practical work sessions), such attendance is a precondition to being 
allowed to sit for the examinations. If this precondition is not met, 
no mark will be given to the student, and the module cannot be 
evaluated. 

Registration for examinations

For certain degree programmes, students are required to register 
for the examination sessions for which they want to sit. If a student 
does not register, he cannot be admitted to sit for the exam 
concerned during the current examination session. Please contact 
the secretary of your programme for more details on the registration 
procedure. 

The evaluation procedures for the Bachelor’s and Master’s degree 
programmes are regulated by the Grand Ducal Regulation of 22 May 
2006 on earning a Bachelor’s and a Master’s degree at the 
University of Luxembourg, and by the Rules and regulations 
(Règlement d’ordre intérieur) of the University of Luxembourg.

Notes

You will be given a single mark per course. This mark will be based 
on a continuous assessment during the semester, or a final 
examination, or both forms of evaluation combined. If you fail to 
show up for – or if you fail – an examination, you will be registered 
automatically again for the next session. 
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Generally, marks below 10 are null and void, and a student has to 
undergo a new evaluation if the module has not been validated.  
The marks are set at 0 by default. 

The mark for the course and/or module is earned definitively if it is 
higher than or equal to 10/20.

Validation of the module

A module is validated if the student has undergone the stipulated 
evaluation procedures and has obtained an overall weighted mark 
higher than or equal to 10 out of 20. The weighting is based on the 
allocation of ECTS credits. If a module is not validated, the mark 
higher than or equal to 10 obtained in one of the courses, as well as 
corresponding ECTS credits remain acquired. The non-validated 
parts are subjected to subsequent testing. 

Cheating

In case of proven cheating or attempted cheating (cf. Rules and 
Regulations, Appendix 2, article 7) during an examination, the 
examination in question, but also all the examinations of the 
session for which cheating or attempted cheating has been 
detected, will not be evaluated, and the modules concerned will  
not be evaluated either during this examination session. 
 If the disciplinary action taken against the student concerned is  
a warning, reprimand or suspended expulsion, the student will be 
authorised to sit for the examinations in question during the next 
session. If the sanction is expulsion without suspension for a maximum 
period of five years, upon the expiry of said period of expulsion from 
the University of Luxembourg, the student is allowed to enrol again  
in the degree programme and to sit for the examinations.

“Rule of 25 ECTS credits”

A student who has not validated 25 ECTS credits, within the 
meaning of Article 7 of the Grand Ducal Regulation of 22 May 2006 
on earning a Bachelor’s and a Master’s degree at the University of 
Luxembourg, will be excluded from the programme for 2 consecu-
tive semesters, and keep the ECTS credits for courses or modules, 
as well as the corresponding marks.
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Validation of prior learning outcomes 

Applications for the validation of prior learning through work or 
experience, or higher education studies already completed, are filed 
for the sole purpose of admission to study at the University of 
Luxembourg. Acceptance of such an application in no way leads to 
the conferral of the diploma specified in Article 12 (1) or (3) of the 
Act.

Applications for the validation of prior learning through 
work or experience are filed with the dean during the 
academic year: 

•	 By 1st October for potential admission in the summer semester 

•	 By 1st March for potential admission in the winter semester

For more information on how to apply, see the University’s website. 

Pursuant to article 9 of the Act, the application is examined by a 
committee whose members are appointed by the rector, on the 
proposal of the dean of the faculty concerned. The decision will be 
sent by post. 

Note  The validation of former higher education studies must be 
carried out in accordance with the registration dates for the 
semester in progress. (cf. Rules and Regulations, Appendix 15).
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Mobility
study abroad

The University of Luxembourg subscribes to the principle of interna-
tional student mobility pursuant to the Bologna agreements (1999). 

The Act of 12 August 2003 on the creation of the University of 
Luxembourg implements this principle in the following terms:  
“A bachelor’s degree may be conferred only if a student enrolled  
in the University has attended, for a required period, another 
university or any other institution of higher education abroad.” 

Mobility is a real winning asset for students. By living and studying 
abroad and coming into contact with another academic culture, 
students are inevitably put in a situation that enables them to 
question and assess their personal choices, ways of thinking and  
of approaching their studies.  
The University of Luxembourg would also be very happy to welcome 
students from abroad within an exchange programme.
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Outgoing students 

All students in the Bachelor’s degree programme must fulfil their 
mobility requirement without fail. Some information on how to 
prepare your mobility semester is given below: 

Before you leave

Start to prepare in good time: Starting in March if you are leaving 
for the winter semester; starting in October if your are leaving for 
the summer semester. 

There are 3 types of mobility

•	 Mobility under an Erasmus bilateral agreement signed by and 
between the University of Luxembourg and partner universities, 
which entitles the student to an Erasmus grant

•	 Mobility under another agreement signed by and between the 
University of Luxembourg and partner universities

•	 Mobility as a “free mover” (personal initiative)

The first thing to do in order to organise your mobility semester is to 
obtain information from the SEVE Mobility Unit or the Documentation 
Centre about the agreements (Erasmus or others) that exist between 
the University of Luxembourg and other universities. Once you have 
chosen the host university and the programme that suits you best, 
you must sign your learning agreement with your director of studies. 
 
You must then prepare your mobility application to be submitted  
to the SEVE Mobility Unit.  
 
The SEVE Mobility Unit will see to the administrative formalities, 
from the application to the enrolment in both universities. It acts  
as liaison between students, the different host institutions and the 
directors of studies, so it is of vital importance to keep it informed 
of all mobility steps taken, even if personal. 

During this semester, you continue to be a student of the University 
of Luxembourg: re-enrolment is mandatory. Tuition fees are paid  
to only one university, either the home or the host university, 
depending on the type of mobility.
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Signing your mobility contract is the last mandatory step before 
leaving for your semester abroad.

When you arrive at the host institution 

As soon as you arrive at the host institution, have your certificate 
of attendance signed and send it to the SEVE Mobility Unit by way 
of proof that you are on mobility leave, and to receive the first 
payment of the Erasmus grant (75% of the total) if you are an 
Erasmus student.

The SEVE Mobility Unit is at your entire disposal to provide advice 
and guidance, to answer your questions and give information.

It will communicate with you through e-mail. Check regularly the 
e-mail address attributed to you by the University of Luxembourg. 

When you come back 

Submit to the SEVE Mobility Unit the certificate of departure duly 
signed by the host institution. This certificate justifies the period  
of your stay and is necessary for the payment of the outstanding 
balance of your Erasmus grant. 

You must also see your director of studies to have your mobility 
semester validated. The validation will be possible only upon 
submission of your transcript of notes.
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Exemption and exception

An exemption is granted by the Dean on the recommenda-
tion of the director of studies for students who: 

•	 Suffer from an illness requiring specific treatment and/or who 
have a disablement of such nature as to reduce their mobility 
considerably

•	 Have family obligations that prevent them from being away 
from the family home for an extended period (Rectorate 
decision of 8 May 2006)

•	 Come from a third, non-EEA state and can produce  
a secondary school leaving certificate from that state 
(Rectorate decision of 10 July 2007)

•	 Have earned a diploma after at least 4 semesters of  
a university education abroad 

•	 Have earned at least 25 ECTS (to be validated by the director 
of studies) in a foreign university (these ECTS count for one 
semester)
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Incoming students

If you are students from a foreign university and wish to enrich your 
education with a stay at the University of Luxembourg, you are 
most welcome! 

You will find the application form for incoming mobility on our 
website (www.uni.lu). You must submit your application to the SEVE 
Mobility. 

Your application will be examined and you will be informed in writing 
about your admission or refusal.

As is the case for every registration with the University, you will have 
to enrol online. Your enrolment will be completed when you have 
paid your enrolment fees (except when arranged by agreement, 
such as under Erasmus, for instance).

The University of Luxembourg has residences in different areas  
of the City of Luxembourg and its surroundings that offer residents 
best housing, and working conditions as well as a multicultural 
environment, to improve the quality of their life in our country and 
help them complete their studies successfully. 

In university residences, students have individual furnished rooms  
of 14 m2 on average (a bed for one person, a cupboard, a rack,  
a writing desk). Renting a room entitles students to the following 
services without any extra cost: common kitchens and bathrooms, 
meeting and recreation rooms, charges (electricity, gas, water), 
Internet (in principle, access to Wifi), housekeeping services for  
the collective areas, common washing machine.

The average monthly rent amounts to €350 inclusive of charges.

Library 

The library service of the University of Luxembourg comprises four 
libraries on three campuses. Each of the libraries specialises on 
subjects in accordance with the study programmes on offer on the 
campus. The library collections are therefore complementary.
Each library has a collection of reference works and books that can 
be borrowed, as well as access to a set of dailies and scholarly 
periodicals.

These “paper” collections are enhanced by a vast offer of electronic 
periodicals and databases, i.e. sources of information that are 
essential for teaching and research nowadays.
The electronic documentation portal developed by the National 
Library of Luxembourg in association with the University of 
Luxembourg, offers access to 215 bibliography or content 
databases and 23.000 periodicals with access to the integral text.

Scholarship for non-European students

The purpose of a scholarship for students who are not EU nationals 
is to help students registered at the University of Luxembourg who 
have a low income and encouraging school/university results.

The (general) conditions for obtaining a scholarship are as 
follows 

•	 Be registered at the University of Luxembourg  
•	 Hold a secondary school leaving certificate from a non-EU country 
•	 Hold a valid residence permit for the year in progress

Except for students who are in one of the following 
situations 

•	 Students who receive an allowance in connection with their 		
	 education
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•	 Students who have already earned a diploma at the University of 	
	 Luxembourg and who are registered in a new degree programme 	
	 not in continuation with the previous one 

•	 Students who live in university residences and are not up to date 	
	 with their rent payments

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Social security

Insurance for students in the Grand Duchy of Luxembourg is 
compulsory.

How to become affiliated to social security in Luxembourg 

Persons (up to the age of 30) from a non-European 
country must submit: 

•	 1 copy of their complete passport  
•	 1 school certificate  
•	 1 request that charge be taken 

Persons (up to the age of 30) from a European country 
must submit

•	 1 copy of their identity card  
•	 1 school certificate  
•	 1 request that charge be taken 

The request that charge be taken must be renewed every 
semester, at which time the following must be submitted: 

•	 1 school certificate  
•	 The previous social security card 

 
Persons over 30 must apply for continued health insurance 
coverage (contribution: around €80/month) 

Student work 

Holiday work 

To be able to work under this scheme, you must be a student under 
25 years of age. If you are over 25, you can no longer work under 
this scheme, but must seek employment by contract for a specified 
period. Holiday work is limited to two months per calendar year and 
can only be performed during the academic holidays. 

The pay must correspond to at least 80% of the statutory 
minimum wage, where applicable adjustable according to age. 

Note  Holiday work is governed by the Act of 22 July 1982.
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Please note  Under a contract for a specified period,  
the student is liable for social security contributions

Contract of employment for a specified period 

A contract for a specified period may not exceed 24 months and is 
renewable only twice. The maximum number of hours worked by a 
student may not exceed 10 hours a week, these ten hours being 
calculated over a period of four weeks. The remuneration must 
correspond to at least the statutory minimum hourly wage (hourly 
rate: €8.1096 for persons aged 18 and over). 

Note  Amended Act of 24 May 1989, article 5, article 8.

Who needs a work permit?

Nationals from the European Economic Area do not need a work 
permit. These are nationals of the following countries; Germany, 
Austria, Belgium, Cyprus, Denmark, Spain, Finland, France, the 
United Kingdom, Greece, Ireland, Iceland, Italy, Liechtenstein, 
Luxembourg, Malta, Norway, the Netherlands, Portugal, Sweden  
and Switzerland. 

Note  Treaty on the European Union, article 39

All other students must obtain a work permit, whether for holiday 
work, work under a contract for a specified period, or a mandatory 
unpaid practical training scheme which is an integral part of the 
programme of studies. 

 

 

In any event, you must be registered on a full-time basis at the 
University of Luxembourg. 

Note  Act of 28 March 1972 

Please note  If you are enrolled in the first year of the 
bachelor’s degree programme, you are not entitled to work under 
a contract of employment for a specified period, except at the 
University of Luxembourg. Conversely, holiday work is not 
connected to your year of registration. 

Please note  The application must nonetheless be filed at 
least two months before the beginning of the contract.
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How to obtain a work permit for holiday work or a contract 
for an specified period 

A streamlined procedure has been established for students at the 
University of Luxembourg: your applications need not be submitted 
to the Employment Administration (ADEM). You can file your 
applications for a work permit with the SEVE, and we will forward 
them to the Work Permit Service of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs.

Residence permit 

National of an EU Member State

As of 1 January 2008, the residence permit has been replaced by  
a simple “certificate of registration.” 

For a stay of over 3 months in Luxembourg, nationals of an EU 
Member State (or a country accorded similar status) must, within 
three months of their arrival, report personally and request a certifi-
cate of registration from the population office of the municipal 
administration of their place of residence.

In addition to a valid national identity card or passport,  
EU citizens must produce, when applying for registration,  
the following: 

•	 A certificate of registration at the University of Luxembourg 
•	 A declaration or certificate of sufficient resources  
•	 A certificate of affiliation to health insurance coverage

The municipal administration verifies whether all the certificates are 
attached to the application and forwards the file to the Department 
of Immigration at the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Immigration. 

Based on the documents in the file, the ministry responsible for 
immigration immediately issues the certificate of registration, which 
is sent to the person in question. Said certificate contains the 
surname(s), first name(s), precise address, registration date, and 
file number (no photo, nor indication of nationality).

Please note  The procedure is not the same for a national of 
an EU Member State as for a national of a third country.
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National of a third country

As soon as you arrive in Luxembourg, you must go to the Ministry  
of Foreign Affairs and bring the following documents: 

•	 Certificate of residence 

•	 The proof of complete health insurance coverage 

•	 Student card and registration certificate from the University  
of Luxembourg. Proof of sufficient resources to live in Luxem-
bourg ie a minimum of €850 per month. You can provide either  
a proof that your costs are taken charge of (by your parents or 
other) together with supporting documentation (bank docu-
ments, pay slip,…), or a bank guarantee. Certificates proving that 
you have been awarded a grant or scholarship or that you have 
free accommodation can also be taken into account when 
calculating your means of subsistence.

Opening a bank account in Luxembourg

If you intend to open a bank account in Luxembourg, you should do 
so as soon as you arrive. 

Banks usually require the following documents 

•	 Passport or identity card  
•	 Address in Luxembourg 
•	 A certificate of your enrolment from the University 

Most banks offer special benefits to young people. You can also 
open an account with the Post Office.
